Each 
individual selling artist at a booth will need to pay the non-refundable 
Application Fee and City of Flagstaff Special Events License.   

 

v  Each booth space includes one six-foot table and two chairs.  
Additional tables and chairs are available for an extra charge. 

 

v  All displayed artwork must be for sale and approved for inclusion.

INFORMATION FOR NAVAJO ARTISTS  
 

All applications and entries will be held to standards and regulations 
established by the Indian Arts and Crafts Board 
 
Jewelers 
Jewelry must be handmade of natural materials and must comply with the applicable 
federal and state regulations regarding natural materials. Acceptable commercial findings 
include cones, clasps, hooks/eyes, earring backs, bolo backs, pin backs, tiger tail, and fox 
tail. Commercially strung pieces will not be accepted. 
 
Potters 
Both Native-fired and kiln-fired pottery is accepted, but kiln-fired work must be labeled. 
Slip cast and commercial green ware will not be accepted. 
 
Sales Booth Assignments 
Booths will be assigned to accepted applicants prior to the festival on a first-come, first-
served basis and will be assigned according to festival programming needs.  
 
Consignment Art Sale 
The Museum will accept and sell artwork from artists who do not have a sales booth. 
MNA will receive a 30 percent commission on sold items (artists’ asking price $ divided 
by .7 = the selling price of item).Each artist may submit up to six items for consignment, 
which are also eligible for the Awards of Excellence. Artists may deliver artwork to the 
MNA by noon July 31, 2008. Judging will be at MNA on July 31, at noon.  Payments for 
artwork sold and unsold artwork will be delivered to artists in a timely manner following 
the festival.  
 
Silent Auction Donation 
Donating a piece of your work to the Festival’s Members’ Preview Silent Auction is a 
great way to get your work noticed. More than 300 people attend the preview, and the 
money raised supports MNA’s Awards of Excellence. Silent auction donations are 
accepted from all artists at anytime! Please contact the Heritage Program coordinator if 
you are interested in making a donation to the silent auction, and thank you for 
considering this opportunity.  
 
Judging and Awards Information 
The Museum of Northern Arizona Awards of Excellence judging is open to any artist 
accepted into the festival. Over $4000 in prize money and ribbons is awarded. Children 
under 18 years of age are permitted to sell their art in their parent’s booth and to enter the 
awards competition. Prizes will be awarded to the Best of Show, Fine Art categories, 
Youth Art categories, the new Spirit Award, and many more. Judging will be July 31.
